Explanatory Memorandum
To implement Section 76(2) of the Act, the Office issues Measure of General Nature No. OOP/6/07.2005-7 (the “Measure”) laying down the range of the minimum set of leased lines. 
The requirement to determine the minimum set of leased lines is based on Commission Decision 2003/548/EC on the minimum set of leased lines with harmonised characteristics and associated standards, based on Article 18 of Directive 2002/22/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council on universal service and users’ rights relating to electronic communications networks and services. The range of the minimum set of leased lines indicated in the table in Article 1 of this Measure was taken over from Commission Decision 2003/548/EC of 24 July 2003.
In accordance with Section 77 of the Act, the Office shall impose on the undertaking with significant market power – which has to provide the line leasing service to the extent of the minimum set of leased lines on the basis of Section 51(3)(c) of the Act – the obligation to provide the line leasing service under similar conditions and at the same quality level as in the case of their own services, own organisation units, or as it provides to its subsidiaries or partners, or within an association of undertakings. 
On the basis Section 130 of the Act and in accordance with the Czech Telecommunication Office’s Rules for maintaining consultations with the affected parties, the Office published on 6 May 2005 at the discussion site its draft Measure No. OOP/6/XX.2005, laying down the range of the minimum set of leased lines and an invitation for comments on the draft Measure.

During the public consultation period the Office received no comments.
